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Help with hammering:

The L and R indicate which hand strikes the note. A line OVER the L or R indicates LEFT treble course. A line 
UNDER the L or R indicates BASS bridge. NO LINE indicates RIGHT treble course. Upper case L or R 
indicates an ACCENTED beat. Lower case l or r would be played with a more gentle strike.
